Have appropriate insurance cover from your employer/organisation for yourself and pupils/students/clients

To enable teachers and youth leaders who are experienced skiers, to introduce skiing to their students/clients on Kendal artificial ski slope (only) up to the early stages of parallel skiing

THE TRAINING AND ASSESSMENT PATTERN

The Training Course
· personal skills

· the ability to teach using up to date progressions

· leadership, organisation and control of groups on Kendal artificial slope

· the correct adjustment of bindings/boots/skis

· familiarisation with the general operation of the slope equipment

· knowledge of how to deal with emergencies

· risk assessment and safety.

The Assessment (on-going during the course)
· demonstration of personal skiing standard

· effective demonstration of all elements of the teaching progressions

· teaching through scenarios and skill stages presented to individuals of the assessment group

· equipment fitting

Observation

You will be required to work alongside an assessor for a minimum of 2 hours while you are teaching your own pupils/students/clients

For those of you who are not familiar with Kendal Ski Club.....

The Club is organised on an entirely voluntary basis to encourage more people to engage in this wonderful sport at low cost!  Committee members, lodge officials, instructors etc are all unpaid and contribute to the Club in their spare time.  There are over 1000 members from a wide area of Cumbria, Lancashire and further away.

During part of the day and late afternoon from October to Easter the facilities are available for hire by schools and groups with evenings also available from Easter to July and early September.  Most of our instructors have their full time day jobs and so availability of our instructors is limited during the day.  However if groups have their own accredited instructors they may hire the slope for their exclusive use so no dodging members of the public all over the place!  You have time to set up equipment, which is of excellent quality, for your groups and then enjoy your full time on the slope.  We actively encourage the schools and groups programme and many thousands of youngsters and not-so-young have begun their skiing in this way.  We keep prices incredibly low - currently £5 per person per hour for affiliated groups with minimum total charge of £40 per hour.  Affiliation is £50 per year for the organisation, but £35 for primary schools. Slightly higher charges apply to non-affiliated groups.

Our accreditation training courses are accepted by Cumbria and Lancashire Children’s Services as ‘establishing competence’ to teach on our slope.  The course costs represent just a token payment to the Club and refresher sessions are usually free of charge. There is no annual fee payable by the accredited instructors although we would like you to become Kendal Snowsports Club Members and have even more benefits.

Schools, groups and outdoor centres who use our slope realise that this represents massive savings in relation to commercial slopes and gives better continuity of instruction during their residential weeks.
